SERVICE TAX
The Committee was of the view that the payment of tax should be only done when payment is received from the client. However, the Committee agreed that in the event the service tax is still outstanding after 12 months, it should be the responsibility of Custom Department, being the enforcement agency to collect the debt from client directly.

Secretariat was requested to prepare letter to submit to PSDC for follow-up action.

The Committee agreed to propose to CPD & Events Committee to organise a topic related to service tax to ensure PAM members are always informed on this matter.

TECHNOLOGY ACQUISITION MISSION TO JAPAN (MTC)

There will be a mission to Japan on 31 May – 6 June 2005 incorporating a visit to the 18th Total Construction Materials and Housing Equipment Fair, Osaka, Japan. 

Until now, MTC received 3 registrations from PAM Members to attend the mission. Ar Dr. Tan Loke Mun requested Secretariat to ensure the registered members get the right information regarding the mission.

MANUAL SALIRAN MESRA ALAM (MSMA)

Ar Mariyah Pit reported to the Committee that JPS who is the author of MSMA is trying to adapt the MSMA as SIRIM Standard. 15 organisations have already agreed MSMA to be included in UBBL. JPS will form a Technical Committee and invited PAM to be involved.

MEETING ON ‘JAWATANKUASA DASAR BANGUNAN’

Ar Chan Seong Aun reported on the meeting that he attended on ‘Jawatankuasa Dasar Bangunan’ hosted by Ministry of Housing and Local Government (MHLG) on 1st March 2005. He raised some issues which were presented at the Professional Practice Committee Meeting as below:

1. Approved Permit for Imported Building Material

Ar Chan Seong Aun informed the Local Authorities to approve the use of products that comply to MS only where relevant. Imported products must have AP to be issued by CIDB. He pointed that the UBBL is not the tool to control the imported goods. 

2. Rainwater Gutters & Rainwater Storage

The Rainwater Gutter & Rainwater Storage to be made compulsory as proposed by JPS under their ‘Manual Saliran Mesra Alam’ (MSMA).

3. Telecommunication services to be included under essential services for all buildings

All building (including low-cost housing) to have telecommunication services as basic service proposed by KTAK.

4. All Building Plans submitted must have at least 75% Modular Coordination 

Proposed by CIDB to promote IBS. Ar Chan Seong Aun stated that adoption of Modular Coordination should be voluntary not mandatory. He also informed that the current qualifying IBS index is 50% and no decision has been made yet.  

5. Energy Efficiency

Building envelope design of new air-conditioned non-residential buildings to meet requirements of MS1525 with regards to OTTV, daylight, RTTV. Ar Chan Seong Aun suggested PAM to write to KTAK of the following:

a. OTTV and RTTV values can be submitted by Architects, Engineers and other qualified persons and submitting persons should not be restricted to M&E Engineers only as proposed by MHLG and KTAK.

b. For special designs that do not meet the required RTTV and OTTV values, designs that show compliance to MS1525 by way of either calculation from Energy 10, Energy Plus ECOTECT or other approved simulation programs shall be acceptable.

6. Façade Lighting – GCOL (Garden City of Lights)

All non-residential buildings above 4 storey to have external façade lighting as BP requirement. Ar Chan Seong Aun was of the view that PAM should propose to MHLG that only prominent buildings in designated town and city centers have to meet this requirement.

7. One Stop Centre (OSC)

MHLG is still evaluating the implementation of OSC. According to MHLG 50% of the Local Authorities (LA) have submitted their feedback and of these 80% comply with the time frame required of them for OSC approval. MHLG encourage all stakeholders to submit their views of the current situation, pointing out both the good and bad practices of the respective LA.

The Chairman requested Professional Practice Committee to recommend to Council on PAM position on these issues for adoption before the necessary follow-up action.

The Chairman informed the Committee that he would attend a meeting on TRG on Services hosted by MIDA on 16 Mac 2005. He requested Secretariat to forward the draft technical report to the International Affairs Committee, Ar Boon Che Wee and Ar Tan Pei Ing to get their views / comments of the strategies and proposals for service sector within one to 2 weeks from the date of this meeting.
